The Faculty of Law and Political Science at An-Najah National University, in part-
nership with Sharek Youth Forum, concluded the first-of-its-kind summer school
at the faculty titled “Artificial Intelligence and Law - New Horizons for Legal Prac-
tice", which was held over five consecutive days (September 7-11, 2025).

The program brought together 28 undergraduate and postgraduate students
under the supervision of a distinguished group of professors and experts special-

izing in law and artificial intelligence.




The summer school aims to enhance the knowledge and skills of law students in
the fields of artificial intelligence and its applications in the legal environment
through an intensive program that combines theoretical, practical, and ethical
aspects, preparing students to keep pace with digital developments in the legal
profession.

Program Themes:

» Introduction to artificial intelligence: concepts, developments, opportunities,
and challenges.

» Smart technologies and the law: their impact on developing legal systems and
professions.

* Prompt engineering: summarization, analysis, and legal drafting.

» Legal and ethical challenges of using Al locally and internationally.

* Intellectual property, data protection, and human rights in the Al environment.
» Al and decision-making in the legal field.

» Preparing for the digital labor market: future skills, CV building, and presenta-

tions using Al tools.
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» Practical workshops on Al tools for legal research and analysis.
